GLOBAL MEDICINE 2004

The Air Force’s Global Medicine is a two-week course given February 2-13, 2004, at Brooks Air Force Base in San Antonio, Texas, for 150 medical health care providers.  The Navy has been allocated 25 positions.  This course is a continuing medical education program to train operational physicians as well as other medical personnel (with course director approval) to identify and plan for the infectious diseases and environmental conditions of medical and military significance worldwide.  The course emphasis is for the physician to be able to successfully design and implement a plan that minimizes the health risk of the endemic natural biologic hazards to a deploying or deployed force.  In order to achieve this objective, lecture content in epidemiology, deployment preparation, medical intelligence sources, and many infectious diseases are presented.  Interactive laboratories on computer access to medical Intel sources, malaria diagnosis, and screening, and field epidemiology will be conducted.  A practical exercise and a final exam are required for course completion.  Navy personnel are fully funded through NMETC.  The deadline for receipt of applications is December 5, 2003.  

The office of the Surgeon General, United States Air Force, designates this educational activity for a maximum of “60” credits in category 1 credit towards the AMA Physician’s Recognition Award.  Each physician should claim only those hours of credit that he/she actually spent in the educational activity.

Applications from Navy Medical Officers will use the following format (typed):

- Name, rank, SSN, designator

- Current status/position (e.g., staff, operational, resident, fellow, etc.)

- Medical Specialty (or type of internship if not completed training)

- Course (specify for which course you are applying):

- Complete command mailing address, PLAD address for message traffic and an E-mail address.

- Phone numbers including DSN, COMMERCIAL, and FAX.

- TAD office point of contact, commercial phone number and FAX number.

- Complete home mailing address and phone number.

- PRD (Planned Rotation Date and information on next assignment if known).
- EAOS (Expiration of Active Obligated Service), if less than one year from completion of course, detailed justification of future plans is required.

- Summary of interest, both Navy and professional, in applying for the course, and projected benefit to the Navy and yourself gained by your attendance.


- List of previous operational/overseas experience, both civilian and military.


- CO’s Endorsement Letter is required to accompany your application. (Your officer      

             correspondence office or GME coordinator can assist you in obtaining this document)

- List universities, medical school, postgraduate training and board certification (include dates/places).
