SUMMER 2005 BILLET LISTING FOR EMERGENCY MEDICINE


The recent deployment schedule and operational tempo has been hard on the ER community from many perspectives.  CAPT Welling and I looked closely at the total number of emergency medicine billets across the board.  We have reviewed the projected losses to the community through retirements and resignations, and compared this with the numbers remaining in the community and projected gains from residency training.  The numbers are not encouraging, and there may be billets that go unfilled this cycle.  That said, our first priority will be to fully staff the overseas hospitals then the CONUS hospitals, with pure operational billets filled only after the MTFs have been adequately manned.  We both realize that serving in operational billets can be professionally and personally rewarding, but fully staffing the missions that require emergency physicians will preclude many of you from serving on the operational platforms of your choice.


The list of billets below is tentative, and will certainly change as the plans of the some of the community members become finalized.  Some of you have received verbal or e-mail indications that you have been “penciled in” for a specific location.  That agreement is reflected in the total number of billets showing as available at a given location, and would explain why the total number of available billets does not correspond with what you “know” is available at a given location.
