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Subj:  EXCEPTIONAL FAMILY MEMBER (EFM) PROGRAM ASSIGNMENT PROCESS    
   

BACKGROUND

OPNAVINST 1754.2A mandates EFM enrollment for family members with special medical and educational needs.  This instruction also outlines enrollment procedures and categories of EFM needs.

DISCUSSION

-
EFM applications are approved by any of the three Central Screening Committees (CSC) and sent to EFM Headquarters staff (PERS-662F) for enrollment.

 

-
PERS-662F works with detailers to coordinate assignment for EFM sponsors.
 

-
Sponsors must remain worldwide assignable and deployable despite EFM enrollment. 
 

-
EFM enrollment does not interfere with sea/shore rotation.

-- Assignments to CONUS locations are coordinated with nearest

   Military Treatment Facility for availability of care.

-- All overseas assignments are coordinated via the Overseas 

   Screening Process, which is the same for EFM and non-EFM 

   families.

-- EFM assignment recommendations are made for specific 

   locations and specific orders.  Non-availability of care for 

   special needs, at the time of assignment, is the only reason 

   for denial of orders.

-
The EFM Sponsor is responsible for updating the EFM application every three years and as conditions change.  Duty assignments can be denied for failure to perform EFM updates.

-
There are several locations overseas for EFM families; the exceptions include the severely disabled and those with major medical problems.  

-
Some EFM sponsors may be required to accept unaccompanied tours, when in the best interest of the Navy.
