Fixes:

Admin:

Admin banner now displays:

1. A PTA flag (box containing “Y”) if a Pre-Trial Agreement is in place. The date displayed on the banner and all the prisoner browses is the Adjusted Normal release date based on the adjudged sentence.  You must go to the sentence page to see the PTA release date. 

2. A flag to note SON (Sex Offense Notification required) due to the presence of a sex defined article.  

3. A DNA flag (DNA information required) to note the presence of an article so designated.  


In general, all staff pick lists should show only staff from the local brig.

Service page improvements: 

Activity Page:

Pick lists will display choices applicable to your brig.

Critical Data Snapshot:


Will show the correct data applicable to the selected confinement.  

Only the articles for the current status will display.

Courts/Offenses Page:


The SON flag will be cleared if the SON article is removed.

Calculation of the detained days has been corrected 

Release/Transfer Page:

1.  New release types added.

Transferred to unit (TRU) will display all unit code facility choices. 

2.  Release on the scheduled release date when a PTA is in effect is now allowed.  Questions concerning the CA and appellate leave will be asked.
Record Maintenance:

This process has been fixed and expanded.  

1. You may now delete a Prisoner’s record if no funds and valuables are present. 

2. Name, SSAN, Initial and local confinement dates, Status, and sex may be changed.

Reports:

If the Earliest (scheduled) release date does not appear or is incorrect on a report, go to the Sentence page and “Save” to reset that date.

Reports were modified to display the Earliest Release date to all reports as appropriate as follows:

1. PSR(Personnel Status Report: Section F shows CCU prisoners. Earliest Release date

2. Scheduled for Release - Earliest Release date

3. Detained Prisoner List contains names of those

who have a “Recv’d as Detainee” check (Courts/Offense page) and are not adjudged on the report date.

4. Onboard List - Earliest Release date

5. Released and Transferred Report

6. Brig V/W Summary

7. Alpha List

8. Snapshot Report

9. CSR Report

10. Personal Profile Report: Provides browse of prisoners onboard or released within the past 60 days for selection. 

Display of sentence corrected.

11. Reclassification Schedule Report.

12. Summary Report title changed to “Appointments Summary Report”.

Reclassification Process:

1.  Prior reclasses will display correctly.

2.  Reclasses will exclude infractions older than 90 days.

3.  Reclassification points will default to 0.

4.  Auto-recalculation of next reclass date. 

5.  Many other modifications were made to clean up processing. 

Funds:

Funds Processing has been corrected and all brigs are now in balance. Modifications were made to the

Processing, calculations, and reports.  

Hints:

Courts/Offenses Page:


When entering Court/Offense information, you must “Save” offense information before articles can be entered.  

     When a Detainee goes to court, you do not add another offense. Go to the Courts/Offenses page and

select the type court, the adjudged date, and enter convicted articles. 

Then go to the Court Action page to enter the sentence information.

     The program will change the person's status to "A" for adjudged.
 


Court Actions Page:

When processing a second (or greater) court, click on the court in the list at the top of the Court Actions page before adding the actions.

You can view each court’s action by clicking that court in the summary list at the top of the page. 

The “Display” button will show all actions or all courts.
