Brig Controlled Reference Tables:

The description column for each code MUST be filled in.  This field will be displayed in the selection pick lists.

Unit Codes:

If you noticed that your Reference table for Unit Codes (Activities) contains some older codes or some with similar names with different UICs, they came from your collection of records, history and current, and were used at some time.  

Do not delete these codes.

You may edit the description of those rows you don’t plan to use any longer. 

We suggest you precede the description name of no longer used rows with ZZ.

This will put the names at the end of your pick list and out of your way. 

ID Marks:

When your data was converted, information in the ID marks was carried over into the description field of an entry for the ID Marks page.  It is up to the user to complete the entry by filling in the codes for Type mark and Body Segment location.

It would be a really good idea if a description of a tattoo were included
in the description area i.e.” screaming eagle in color 4x5"”,” ship, black,
sailing, 2x3" “etc. If the prisoner were to escape this information would be
very useful. 

Any and all information should be filled in CORMIS if available by the staff member that gathers the data, i.e., counselor, receiving, supervisor, etc.
