SECTION 4. AUTHORITY

1.   Per Executive Order 13223, on 14 SEP 01, the President of the United States authorized the involuntary recall of Ready Reservists for a maximum period of 24 months.  The partial mobilization authority pursuant to Title 10 U.S.C. section 12302 is being exercised to respond to the threat of terrorist attacks against the United States.

2.  Navy Ready Reserve manpower requirements that exceed the current capabilities of the Selected Reserve may be filled with Individual Ready Reserve (IRR) members.

3.  Involuntary recall of USN/USNR retired members is not authorized.   Refer to existing guidance (MILPERSMAN ARTICLE 1811-010) for limited voluntary recall of retirees to fill unique manpower requirements.

4.  Commissioned units and/or individuals ordered to active duty pursuant to Title 10 U.S.C. section 12302 may not be ordered to active duty for the purpose of training.

5.  Reserve members who have served involuntarily on active duty for 24 months or less in support of this operation pursuant to Title 10 U.S.C. section 12302, may be voluntarily continued on active duty pursuant to Title 10 U.S.C. section 12301(D) with their consent and IAW service policy.
