SECTION 9. SELRES RECALL NOTIFICATION AND ACTIVATION SCREENING AT NAVAL RESERVE ACTIVITIES

1.  SELRES must report to their NRA within 72 hours of notification of recall for initial activation screening and processing except when granted a delay in reporting by the NRA commanding officer.

2.  VTU-IRR: VTU members are assigned to the IRR.  However, VTU members will be processed similarly to SELRES from the date they report to the NRA.  As IRR members, VTU members will report to the NRA 14 days after notification of recall unless granted a delay in reporting.

3.  Reservists who have been notified of their recall to active duty are subject to the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ) on the date and time that they were notified of recall.  Reservists failing to comply with their orders are subject to prosecution pursuant to the UCMJ and Manual for Courts-Martial (MCM).

4. Screen SELRES and VTU members for delay, exemption, and Initial 

  Active Duty for Training (IADT) criteria IAW Delay/Deferment/Exemption

Criteria, Section 13 of this guidance.

5.  Conduct appropriate clothing, uniform and seabag inspections based on assignment and orders special instructions. Members who will receive enroute outfitting for Organization Clothing and Individual Equipment (OCIE) to meet billet requirements do not require full seabags.  They require only two sets of service dress uniforms for travel to NMPS or other outfitting site.  Members traveling to Southwest Asia (SWA) assignments will also carry conservative civilian clothing for wear on liberty or during civilian aircraft travel from CONUS to those countries.

6.  Conduct retirement eligibility screening.  Screen records and identify members who have or could attain a total of 17 or more years of active service (includes AD, IADT, AT, ADT, ADSW, PRC, partial mobilization) during the expected mobilization period.  Do not recall any members who would attain 17 or more years unless authorized by PERS-91.

7.  Required navy uniforms and seabag items, OCIE/CBRD and Theater Specific Training (TST) will be provided at NMPS IAW guidance in the Navy Uniform, Seabag, OCIE/CBRD and Theater Specific Training Support section of this guidance.

8.  NRAs shall determine whether recall candidates are on State or Federal probation or parole.  If so, determine what restrictions and reporting requirements have been placed on member.  NRAs shall decide whether the member is eligible for recall after applying the facts of each case to the criteria listed in the Delay/Deferment/Exemption Criteria Section 13 of this guidance.  Contact NRFC MOBCTR and NPC (PERS-91) as required.

9.  NRAs shall screen personnel for convictions that would prohibit them from possessing or handling weapons or ammunition IAW NAVADMIN 085/98.  It is a felony for anyone who has been convicted of a crime of domestic violence to ship, transport, possess or receive firearms or ammunition.  It is also a felony for any person to issue weapons or ammunition to an individual who has been convicted of domestic violence.  Personnel convicted of domestic violence recalled to security billets shall not be activated.  Personnel convicted of domestic violence who are not required to possess weapons and ammunition in the ordinary course of their duties may be activated.  NRAs shall determine whether member is still serving a sentence for their conviction and review those facts in conjunction with the guidance on probation and parole in this guidance before deciding eligibility.  NRAs shall note basis of the conviction in the member's service record.  Report personnel determined ineligible for recall to a billet requiring the handling of firearms or ammunition to CNRF by e-mail at mobctr@cnrf.navy.mil and persdc@cnrf.navy.mil.  CNRF will enter an RTSS IMS code of ROC to stop mobilization of the individual and then clear IMS code.  NRA shall enter a MAS code of AFP to designate individual as non-qualified for security duties.

10.  For enlisted members: conduct End-of-Obligated Service (EOS) screening of personnel identified for mobilization. Then:

     A.  For members whose EOS is less than 13 months: request member extend/reenlist for at lease duration of mobilization orders plus one month (13 mos. total).

     B.  For members who decline to extend/reenlist to 13-month requirement and EOS is greater than three months: if member is mobilized for OCONUS assignment, notify NRFC MOBCTR to change ULDUSTA to CONUS assignment.  Mobilize member for new CONUS assignment and ensure mobilization order length is adjusted by NAVPERSCOM (PERS-44M) to reflect orders end date same as EOS date.

     C.  For members who decline to extend/reenlist and EOS are less than three months: do not mobilize member, retain  in SELRES billet and discharge at EOS.

     D.  If member elects to extend/reenlist before discharge, notify NRFC MOBCTR that member is available for mobilization orders.

     E.  Questions regarding EOS screening/MOS eligibility should be addressed to the NRFC MOBCTR .

11.  Screen members for previous partial mobilization service.  If member has previously served on partial mobilization orders, determine if member is volunteering for additional involuntary mobilization service per NAVADMIN 227/02 policy.

     A.  If not, notify NRFC MOBCTR and request guidance.

     B.  If yes, determine that member has adequate remaining involuntary orders service to complete the period of the orders.  If not, notify NRFC MOBCTR and request guidance.

12.  Instruct members whose orders will require them to travel OCONUS to bring copies of raised seal birth certificates and/or current or old passports to meet USA processing requirements.

13.  In any case of questionable qualification or eligibility for recall or mobilization assignment, refer all questionable qualification or eligibility cases concerning SELRES to NPC (PERS-91) via NRFC MOBCTR for adjudication.  For qualification/eligibility questions on IRR/VTU members, contact NRPC (N51).

14.   Submit mobilization waiver requests for SELRES via NRFC MOBCTR, and for VTU/IRR members via NRPC (N31), to NPC (PERS-91) for determination.
