Retirement Benefits
Spouses whose active duty sponsor forfeited retirement as a result of a court-martial sentence of abuse-related charges, may be entitled to a portion of the retirement benefits:

- spouse must obtain a civilian court order through divorce proceedings awarding spouse a portion of that retirement

- spouse was married to the service member for at least ten (10) years
- application for benefits managed by Defense Finance and Accounting Services (DFAS) in Cleveland, OH
- spouses will also be entitled to all other benefits of retirement (e.g., medical)
- benefits will terminate if spouse remarries but may be reinstated if spouse again divorces

- spouses who initially elect to receive Transitional Compensation Benefits may, upon becoming eligible for Retirement Benefits, opt to receive the retirement payments and return the money received under Transitional Compensation.
