NEW ORLEANS (NNS) -- Two new tools will soon be available to help Reservists perform their jobs more efficiently. 

The tools are called the Naval Reserve Navigator and the Selected Reserve (SELRES) Guidebook.

The Navigator is a CD-ROM containing Naval Reserve administration policies and procedures, medical and dental information, pay and uniform material plus much more. 

"These tools will help the deckplate Sailor ... it's like having a PN (personalman) in your back pocket," said Ensign Ken Shade, Navigator team leader.
