CODE OF ETHICS

Be sincere.

Be compassionate.

Be just.

Be confidential.

Respect and protect the rights of the victim, specially their right to privacy and confidentiality.

Do not let personal convictions interfere with providing support and assurance to the victim.

Do not be judgmental/remain blameless.

Do not discriminate.

Be professional.

Give others respect and dignity.

Respect the governing laws (e.g., military, state, county).

Do not accept gifts or monetary rewards, if offered.
